Our services
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Traditional burials

A traditional burial is the interment of a coffin into an earthen 
grave. 

This type of burial site can be used for up to two burials and 
between two and four sets of ashes. 

A traditional memorial headstone with stone kerbs and a 
vase, that is in keeping with the current historical monuments 
and surroundings, can be placed to memorialise a loved one. 
Together, these elements create a dignified and meaningful 
tribute to those who have passed, becoming a lasting place of 
remembrance, where loved ones can visit, reflect, and 
honour a life lived.

Pre-purchase
We are unable to offer the pre-purchase of graves or 
cremation plots for future planning. However, there are 
various pre-payment plan options available through local 
funeral directors, should you wish to explore these or prefer 
to set aside funds for future arrangements. If you have a life-
limiting illness and would like to discuss available options, 
please do not hesitate to contact us.

Natural burials

Natural woodland burial is the choice to be buried in an 
environmentally friendly woodland setting rather than a 
traditional cemetery grave. It’s an eco-conscious way to bury 
your loved ones in a natural, peaceful setting.

The Arnos Vale Natural Burial Woodland is situated at the 
top of Arnos Vale cemetery adjacent to Arnos Park. This five 
acre woodland coombe was originally used as an orchard 
space by the Victorian owners. The woodland has grown 
naturally over time to become a wildlife haven for many birds 
and animals and offers a peaceful space for those wishing to 
have a more natural final resting place.

We welcome all faiths, cultures, and beliefs, and offer both 
traditional and alternative options. 

Services can take place in a number of beautiful and unique 
spaces across the cemetery grounds. The Anglican Chapel, 
with its elegant architecture, is a beautiful location to hold 
religious ceremonies, non-religious services and 
contemporary gatherings. The Spielman Centre, a light-filled 
converted chapel, provides a calm and reflective setting for 
wakes and receptions. For those who prefer the outdoors, 
the Underwood Centre offers a natural, peaceful space for 
open-air ceremonies.

We usually only hold one funeral, wake or celebration of life 
a day, ensuring family can have the time to mark the passing 
of their loved one, without feeling hurried.

We offer a grave clearance service, where debris and 
overgrown vegetation is removed to restore its appearance. 
After a record search, from   £95 

Rights transfer
After the death of a grave’s original owner, the grave’s rights 
can be transferred to a new owner, after a record search, 
from    £150
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On foot or bike: Enter from Bath Road entrance, Cemetery 
Road, or Arnos Park. Bike racks are available.

By train: The nearest train station is Bristol Temple Meads, a 
mile to the west.

By bus: Services 1, X39, 57, 178 and 349 stop nearby

By car: Use postcode BS4 3EW for the main Bath Road 
entrance. There’s parking available by the chapels. We are 
outside Bristol’s clean air zone, but please be aware of it if 
you’re coming from the city centre.
